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HELLO EVERYONE,

| hopped on a bus here in Canberra the other day and the bus driver
had the radio on. It was tuned to a network that has a presence around
Australia. As | sat down, | listened to the show: it was some sort of
talkback show. | don’t know how it started but | quickly realised they
were talking about a Christian organisation in our local region.

Apparently, someone, the announcer or a listener, | don’t know, had
discovered this organisation in our region. The amount of vitriol and
general hate towards that Christian organisation was to be heard to be
believed.

All the feedback listeners and even the announcer piled on the hate
and depraved (not foul) language. They weren’t just piling on the abuse
to this organisation, but particularly even more so on the Christian
ideals and values that this Christian organisation represented and
portrays to the local community. My time arrived and | left the bus.

Jesus mentioned in John 16:33,

“I have told you these things, so that in me you may have peace. In
this world you will have trouble.”

And we certainly see that today in Canberra, Australia and the whole
world. Attacks on Christian and biblical (Word of God) ideals and
concepts. And “Jehovah” mentions in 1 Samuel 8:7,

“And the Lord told him: “Listen to all that the people are saying to
you; it is not you they have rejected, but they have rejected me”. And
in Jeremiah 6:19, “...because they have not listened to my words and
have rejected my law.”

There was the lightning strike early in 2025 and our appeal then to
replace damaged and aging equipment. Then of course your

generous donations during our annual June appeal, we have been
able to keep our equipment and broadcasting services up to date
and reliable with some redundancy built into the various systems.

During November 2024 we finally moved all our main broadcasting
studio equipment into our new purpose built, and LARGER, new
studio. The refurbishing was a multi-year project that has given us
a studio more appropriate to a vibrant community radio station.
Previously the studio was a “bit small”.

During our June appeal, we had an open house on the last
weekend of June and | know many of you came along to see the
new studios and to see all the equipment needed to run a radio
station nowadays. | trust those of you who came along were
pleased with the current studios etc. And no doubt, you got to
meet some of the staff, volunteers and announcers. (“l recognise
that voice, oh that’s who it is, why hello there...”).

We have a stable group of paid workers and many reliable
volunteers, all this makes the radio station not just a nice place to
frequent, but a cohesive team achieving our goals and vision: to
reach the local community and the world, yes, the world (via
streaming), with God’s grace and purpose.
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FEEDBAGK AND PROGRAMMING INTO THE FUTURE

We thank you for your feedback over the last few years. We have been
responding to your thoughts and wishes, and you will have noticed this
year we have made a few changes to our programming, music, teaching
programs and scheduling.

This has also come about with external events such as the passing of Dr
Charles Stanley and the retirement of Ps Chuck Swindoll as well as
many of our overseas preachers reaching the end of their tenure (aka
getting old and passing the baton to younger generations).

We have used this opportunity to make space for Australian content
and invest in the next generation of voices. Rather than removing their
beloved shows, we’ve prayerfully chosen to continue airing them, as
their organisations still actively distribute these programs. This decision
was one of the key factors behind the recent changes to our evening
line-up.

The other was our commitment to creating room for Australian
Christian talk shows, both those currently airing and those yet to come.

Sunday 7pm to 9pm, we have a new Australian talk show called Towards
Understanding. The show contains a mix of interviews based around the
understanding and living out of Christian faith and those just doing
remarkable things in our world.

The Aussie shows from Sunday evening have moved to the weeknights.
MoMENtum (a ministry to men), History Makers (interviewing Christians
with extraordinary stories), and Messages of Hope (Christian stories of
hope) air in the 9:30pm timeslot. The local show PrayerWorx, aired at
6am on Sundays, is now being repeated in the 92:30pm timeslot. We
have another local show in development.

In the weekday mornings, we kept the line-up, just shifted them back
half-an-hour in recognition that peak listening hours on Canberra roads
have changed. Brekky now starts at 6:30am. GO K-Man & Holbo!

Our vision is to create a station that reaches our region with the gospel
and uplifts Christians in their daily walk. Sharing faith, bringing hope.

We recognise that people connect in different ways, and there’s only so
much you can do on a single channel. However, with thoughtful
programming and intentional scheduling, we believe we can offer
programming reaching a wider variety of people and interests. As
always, we welcome your feedback and remain committed to ongoing
review and improvement.

And on that note, | thank you for your company over the last 7 years that
| have been Chair of the Board of IWAY FM. | have now stepped down
due to ongoing health issues.

With several new directors who have had considerable experience in
Christian music and broadcasting, IWAY FM will be well guided into the
future.

The current economic climate poses some
challenges for not-for-profit organisations who
rely on donations and other discretionary
funding to meet their operational requirements.
